Clinical Case Presentation Template and Guidelines
Specific Instructions for Clinical Case Presentation Submittals:
Please provide a short concise summary of your Clinical Case Presentation which must include a title and detailed case description according to the “Clinical Case Presentation Guidelines” described on the next page. These guidelines have been adapted from the elements of a clinical case presentation of Academy of Laser Dentistry’s certification program.  These format guidelines should also be used for the presentation, as well. 
It is important to include all laser/photonic diagnostic and treatment instruments used with their operating parameters or settings as part of the abstract. Clinical case presentations may cover procedures that do not have U.S. FDA marketing clearance for that device provided this is stated in the abstract.  Clinical Case Abstracts submitted for presentation must comprehensively describe the goals and procedures performed so that the General & Scientific Sessions Committee can adequately review its merits.  The detailed description must be of sufficient quality to be printed in the “Journal of Laser Dentistry: Proceedings of the Academy of Laser Dentistry 2010 Annual Conference”.
Submittal Procedures:

After reviewing and understanding the information provided on the ALD website and downloading the appropriate templates the author(s) must complete the templates in the Word document format and email them back to the Academy of Laser Dentistry’s central office at Abstracts@LaserDentistry.org before November 1, 2009. All abstracts and course descriptions MUST be submitted using the appropriate template form provided and are required for all presentations.  English is the official language of the Academy of Laser Dentistry and all documents and presentations must be completed in English.

For convenience of the submitters the templates have been provided in a Word 2003 format (.doc) and must be submitted back to the ALD as an email attachment in a Word 2007 or earlier format (Word 97-2007).  All information to be reviewed and considered by the program committee must be contained within the template and submitted as an attachment.  The templates must be filled out completely, using the typeface font of 10 point Arial. For the fields on the template that do not apply to your presentation a N/A (for Not Applicable) should be entered in the field.  Please keep the original name for the attached template documents and retain a copy of the documents on your computer for your records.

THE TEMPLATES MUST BE SENT AS AN ATTACHMENT TO THE EMAIL!

NO INFORMATION WITHIN THE BODY OF THE EMAIL WILL BE CONSIDERED!

All documents and related information for each individual presentation must be included within the same email. If an author is submitting more than one abstract or coarse description the same “Author and Presenter’s Information and Disclosure Template” can be used for every submittal. However, each individual abstract / presentation must be submitted in its entirety in a separate email which contains all of the attachments relating to that presentation (including all authors’ information). The email for each presentation must include the following attachments:  

1. The Clinical Case Presentation Template

2. An “Author and Presenter’s Information and Disclosure Template” for every presenter listed in the abstract.

3. Optionally the author / presenter may also attach their CV or Biography if they feel it would be of value to reviewing committee. This document may be in either Word or Adobe PDF formats. This is strictly optional.
Author(s) Consent: 

By submitting this abstract and /or course description, the author is stating that they have read and agreed to the requirements set forth in the Guidelines for Selected Speakers on Academy of Laser Dentistry’s website.  With this submission the author is committing in good faith their willingness and ability to speak during the assigned time.   All selected speakers will be required to sign copyright release for publication in the “Journal of Laser Dentistry: Proceedings of the Academy of Laser Dentistry 2010 Annual Conference”, and associated Academy of Laser Dentistry publications. If abstract is accepted, the author must agree to register for the conference no later than February 1, 2010 at applicable fees and understands that no honoraria or travel/lodging per diems will be provided by the Academy of Laser Dentistry. Should the presenter fail to register by the deadline the abstract and presentation will not be included in the program.  

Clinical Case Presentation Sample Guidelines 
The following is provided as a guide for presenters of clinical cases at ALD’s annual conference.  It is intended to provide the presenter with an outline of elements to include in clinical presentations and has been adapted from the elements of a clinical case presentation of Academy of Laser Dentistry’s certification program.

Radiographs: preoperative, postoperative if appropriate.
